LIPSCOMB 
* Extended win streak to nine, longest in the Division I era. In those nine wins, are averaging 82.4 PPG 
while limiting opponents to 64.9 PPG. In those nine games, have shot a composite 51.2 percent from the 
floor. 
 
* Lipscomb’s four double-figure scorers, Hodzic (16), Brown (14), Slater (11) and Teller (10) all 
sophomores 
 
* Third appearance in the semifinals in the last four years. 
 
* Nine-game win streak is fifth-longest current streak in the nation (Memphis, 21; Weber State, 12; 
American, 11; Creighton, 10) 
 
* Bisons improve to 11-4 all-time against the Camels. 
 
CAMPBELL 
* Freshman of the Year Lorne Merthie held to four points, 1-for-6 from the floor. In previous four games 
had averaged 17.8 PPG and shot 56.8 percent from the field. 
 
* Fall to 2-10 all-time in A-Sun Championship games 
 
A-SUN CHAMPIONSHIP NOTES 
* Lipscomb advances to its third semifinals in the last four years. The Bisons will take on top-seeded 
Jacksonville Dolphins at 8:30 p.m. CT on CSS. In the final week of the regular season, the teams met in 
Allen Arena, and the Bisons clinched a 92-82 win as six players scored in double figures led by Hodzic’s 
22. When they faced off in December, the Dolphins took the win by a score of 83-67 led by Ben Smith’s
